• Lead engineer on APEX, a quantitative fixed-income asset-allocation platform used by portfolio managers and traders 
in the Global Fixed Income group; promoted to project lead after rapid early delivery and designated sole owner of the 
quantitative engine following the founding quant’s departure.

• Replaced a manual, Excel-based allocation process with a yield-curve-driven analytics engine that derives income, 
rolldown, and credit premium from Treasury and spread curves to evaluate asset classes for risk-adjusted return; 
integrates Bloomberg and BRS Aladdin data over a Snowflake/Postgres layer.

• Built APEX’s contribution analytics, weighted-average risk metrics, cashflow modeling, and React saved-views 
interface; set roadmap and gather requirements directly with the product owner and a VP of investment innovation.

• One of two founding engineers on LPS (LMI Portfolio Summary), a portfolio-risk platform delivering live NAV, risk-
budget, and stress-scenario views to risk and investment teams; built to the Chief Risk Officer’s requirements, it 
replaced a manual report-assembly process and is used weekly by the CRO, who has driven its expansion into the 
firm’s broader risk reporting.

• Led migration of LPS’s core components from Dash/Plotly to native React on the same Django backend, eliminating 
per-chart callback round-trips that made multi-level drilldowns slow — drilldowns went from multi-second to near-
instant — and rebuilt the UI on Liberty’s design system for a production-grade interface.

• Platform owner and SME for Dash Enterprise across LMI: sole admin of the Bamboo/GitHub → Dash Enterprise 
deployment pipeline and the shared server hosting apps for multiple business units; ran four quarterly security-
redeploy cycles, authored the runbook, and served as the org’s Plotly escalation contact.

• Reconciled 10 years of portfolio holdings data during a SQL Server → Snowflake migration, correcting firm-wide 
classification errors (FIPOP hierarchy, sector-path mappings) that every downstream report depended on; rebuilt the 
GFI asset report from unusable prior work alongside the business stakeholder and data team.

• Authored core modules of LMI’s shared Django library used across front-office applications, including reusable SSO 
authentication and S3 access patterns adopted company-wide.
